The National Guard is the only component that holds a dual-mission
consisting of both federal and state roles. The federal mission is to
maintain trained and equipped units available for prompt mohilization for
war or a national emergency. At the state level, the governor reserves
the ability, under the Constitution, to call up members of the National
Buard in times of domestic emergencies.

The South Dakota National Guard is one of the largest employers in
the state with more than 960 full-time employees, along with more than
3.400 traditional Guard members who train on a part-time basis while
pursuing a career or civilian education.
